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What BEHAVIOUR should ALERT us? 
If you are educated to understand BEHAVIOUR you WILL recognise grooming.  It’s about the appropriate education.
Be aware and inquisitive of adults who:
Seem to make children uncomfortable in their presence.  
Some children try to avoid this person.  
Seem to be more interested in children than in other adults.  
Suddenly appear to seek to get involved in activities with children.  
The person has been the subject of previous complaints by children.  
Seek to be alone with children and appear self-sacrificing.  
Seem unusually friendly and generous, particularly where they offer to take children on exciting trips.  
Seem over anxious to talk about themselves and their good reputation.  
Seem concerned with status and appear authoritative.  
Speak about children in unrealistic and idealistic terms.  
Gravitate to children who are troubled, isolated or seem “Vulnerable”.  
Seem less interested in older adolescents.  
Befriend single parent families of those of lower socio-economic status than themselves.  
Take photographs of children unrelated to them and children wearing shorts or swimwear.  
Seem overly familiar with children and have more physical contact with children than normally expected.  
The existence of one or two is NOT proof of abusive intentions.
An EXAGGERATED “cluster” of these behavioural signs, six or more, should be taken seriously.
